Welcome 
Kirsty Donnelly in the chair welcomed everyone to the meeting and thanked everyone for attending.  The 
Minutes of the last meeting were proposed by Pamela Noble and seconded by Edna McKillop.  
 
Treasurer’s Report 
Edna McKillop confirmed cash in the bank of £29,355.61.   
It was decided that a letter should be sent out to all user groups using the Centre confirming that we had a 
new Letting Secretary and also confirming that going forward if a user group does not use their booking on 
a one off occasion then they will be liable to pay for their booking in any event.  This will only apply during 
term time – ie if a user group does not operate during summer/Easter breaks etc they will not be charged.

Letting Secretary’s Report 
Pauline Jackson confirmed that party bookings were continuing to come in.  It was confirmed that prices to 
book a bouncy castle party or disco party were £60 (including hall hire) and that if the hall hire only was 
required for a party it would be charged at the rate of £8/hour.  Night let prices were confirmed as £75 with 
a £100 returnable deposit – although this price was reduced to £30 for a community night let.  Pricing for 
MP’s to hold surgeries was discussed and it was confirmed that Pauline Jackson would contact Iain Dyer to 
discuss.  The Committee then discussed the possibility of mixing the DJs when disco parties were on – ie 
rather than the boys or girls doing them perhaps having a boy and girl DJ – it was decided that this would 
be discussed with the DJs and the Committee updated at the next meeting.  
Pauline confirmed that a few new enquiries regarding lets at the Centre had been received.
